ALSA GRAND NATIONAL MEETING - EVENT CENTER BOARDROOM

President Dee January brought the meeting to order.

DATES FOR SHOWS - She said the Hobo Show will be April 16 & 17, 2010, State Fair the 28"
of August, Youth Show the 22" or 23" of June and April 18 is the Red, White, and Blue Show.

The 2010 Lancaster Show is two weeks before the State Fair Show.

NLA OBSTACLE — Discussion — Kenny Steward told the membership that he would not be able
to travel all over the State pulling the Obstacle trailer to all the different shows. This poses a problem since
our shows are in all parts of the State. Should we use the NLA trailer for non- NLA sponsored shows? At
this time, the Event Center 2010 Llama Show was discussed. Agreement that this is not an NLA sponsored
Show. Is it detrimental to the State Fair? Since both Shows are within a couple weeks of each other.
Danetta reported that the 2010 Show is moving forward with several meetings with Danetta Jensen, Peggy
Steward, (2010 Superintendents) and the Event center staff. Eunice is helping with the initial computer
work set up only. Otherwise she assumes only an advisory position to all the new supers for both the State
Fair and 2010 Shows. The 2010 Show will be on line. They (Event Center) are using a new version of
Showworks and modifying it to meet the Llama Show needs. If you remember, Showworks was used for
the State Fair and did not work for llamas and Eunice had to do all the work by hand.
